MAXIMUM RANGE OF ROCKETS PROPELLED BY WATER

COMPETITION RULES.


Competition is open to all competitors who bring a rocket that are not using any kind of fuel other than air pressure in combination with some inert fluid. 
(The use of any other form of mechanical energy: tweak, gin, balloons, rocket engines, propellers, etc are not allowed) 

The maximum mass of empty rocket is 5 kg. 

In that sense, driving material may be not only the water, but it could be Juice, Coca-Cola, Beer or other beverage, depending on by whom competitor is sponsored when it comes to sponsorship. 

Otherwise, it is recommended to use water because of the environment issue. 

It is prohibited to use toxic substances (mercury or the like).

It is prohibited to use any combination of chemical reactions in order to increase the potential energy and rocket thrust. Exclusively, it is only allowed to use air pressure that pushes inert non-toxic fluid through the rocket nozzle. 

Competitor is entitled to a 3 start. 

Only the best result is rated, so competitor does not have to use all 3 start if he or she is happy with actual score. 

The competition time is limited. Therefore, the competitor can get into a situation that in the last minute of competition could lose his leading position, because there is no time for a new start if he or she didn’t make all 3 starts due to satisfactory results. 

Competitors have the right to make any design they want and to use their own devices for launch and pressure achievement. 

However, expert committee has the right not to allow competitor to start a rocket which believes that in any way jeopardizes security. 

The winner is the competitor with the missile which has achieved the greatest distance from the launch ramp.
